Elementary Schools and Junior High Schools

Japan’s compulsory education consists of a total of nine
years: six years of elementary school (ages 6 to 12) and
three years of junior high school (ages12 to 15). The

school year starts in April. It is not compulsory for for-
eign residents to attend a Japanese school, but they can
do so if they desire.

Enrollment in Municipal Elementary and Junior High Schools

B For children of Japanese nationality
You will be sent a notification of attendance in
mid-January in the year of your child enters elemen-
tary or junior high school. Please bring that notifica-
tion to enroll your child in the school in your desig-
nated school zone.

M For children of foreign nationality
If you are a parent/guardian of a child with foreign na-
tionality and wish to enroll him/her in a municipal ele-
mentary or junior high school, please come to the School
